Henry Woolchurch was the origi-

By 1658 Henry had converted to
Quakerism, as had many of his
neighbors.

In 1662 he was granted the land
that would be called “Leonard’s
Neck”, presumably named for
Leonard Calvert.

Mayor’'s Mansion House was
rebuilt on the site. The Parish
was merged with St. Mary
Woolnoth.

Upon his death in 1695, he left
almost 1200 acres to his heirs.

settle in Providence on Green-
bury Point, as evidenced in
James Ehlen Moss’s book
“Providence, Ye Lost Towne at
Severn”. The book lists Henry as
“on the adventure” and “Ye com-
missary”.

Henry’s life started out more dif-
ficult than many, an orphan. The
records of St. Mary Woolchurch
Haw, London state : “31 Jan.
1622/23. A child left in our Par-
ish and named Henry Wool-
church”. Nothing is known of
Henry’s upbringing, and he ap-
peared in America prior to 1651.
It is likely that he came as an in-
dentured servant, but there is no
“headright” claim in the record.
His first appearance in the land
records of Anne Arundel County
is in November 1653, when he
bought the land of Richard

John Wray from Henry Wool-
church “of Severn River”. John
Wray'’s portion was eventually

purchased by John Pettibone Gar-

diner and became Goshen Farm.
Alexander Gardiner’s portion
passed to his stepson, Edward
Gibbs, and in turn became the
property of St. Margaret’s
Church.

Henry, his wife Elizabeth, and
daughters relocated to Talbot
County, along the Choptank
River and Tred Avon (Third Ha-
ven) river, in present day Easton.
In 1682 he was one of 5 men
from the Third Haven Friends
Meeting who purchased three
acres of land on which the Old
Quaker Meeting House was con-

structed. The building still stands,

and is reported to be the oldest
operating religious structure in
Maryland.

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There is still a place, close to
home, where the name Wool-
church survives. Near the
mouth of the Severn, directly
opposite the US Naval Acad-
emy’s Dewey Field, on the east
side of the river, is a small in-
dentation of water that bears the
name “Woolchurch Cove”.

Budget season will soon be here.
The County budget is again in a
deficit situation ranging between
$30 million and as much as $70
million. The size depends on the
assumptions one makes: more or
less furlough days than last year;
providing or not providing the

full increase requested by the
Board of Education; the amount
of cash balances there are in vari-
ous places or how much money
the State sends down net of new
bills to pay.

The budget office anticipates a
small increase in revenue over
last year and a need for a virtual
freeze on all County expenses.
Unfortunately, projected recur-



ring income will not be enough to
pay for a number of must-pay
increases such as the Board of
Education’s “Maintenance of Ef-
fort,” increased debt service costs
(interest), insurance and pension
costs, along with any additional
costs passed down by the State.
These additional recurring costs
will have to be funded again this
year with “one-time sources” of
funding from across the County.

The tightness of the fiscal situa-
tion and of the municipal bond
markets prompted the County
Executive to ask the Council to
approve a resolution of support
for his intent to seek a waiver
from the requirement to provide
“Maintenance of Effort” (MOE)
funding to the Board of Educa-
tion. | and my colleagues re-
ceived a very LARGE number of
emails expressing strong concern

and support for MOE funding.
That helped galvanize the new
Council’s support for continu-
ing our predecessors’ approach
of working closely and coopera-
tively with the Board of Educa-
tion to fund their program to the
fullest extent possible within
available funds. That process
will start in earnest when the
County Executive submits his
budget in mid-April.

| am very pleased to note the
County Executive’s appoint-
ment of Maureen Carr York and
Bill Nevel to the Transportation
Functional Master Plan Citizen
Advisory Committee. This
Committee will look at long
term transportation options on
the County’s major arterial
roadways. Of great importance
is the addition of Benfield Road
to the study.

Planning is underway to extend
water and sewer lines across East
Jones Lane to provide service to
an approved development next to
the Arnold Safeway on Ritchie
Highway. A portion of that ex-
tension will go along the edge of
the Arnold Elementary School
property and will connect the
school to the sewer system. We
are hopeful that the construction
will also create a dryer, more im-
proved play area behind the
school.
