AMENDED - MINUTES

BOARD OF GOVERNORS

APRIL 12, 2004

The April 2004 Board of Governors meeting was convened on April 12, 2004 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.

Present were Governors Barnhart, Calvert, Campbell, Daly, Gallagher, Gardner, Hotchkiss, Juras, Madden, Miller, and Puglisi.  Absent was Governor Wolin.  

Minutes:  

Governor Juras made a motion to approve the March 8, 2004 BOG Monthly Meeting Minutes.  Governor Puglisi seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  

Financials:  

Governor Miller made a motion to approve the February 29, 2004 Financials.  Governor Calvert seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  

PRESIDENT MADDEN’S REMARKS:
Pier applications have been received from some Little Magothy View residents; all claiming riparian rights.  Keith Ebersole does own his riparian rights.  Those residents actually having riparian rights are still subject to CSCIA covenants.  

Ballots for the CSCIA bylaws changes and Budget Committee nominees, initially scheduled in the April Caper, would instead be placed in the July Caper for a membership vote.  The published recommended bylaws changes were italicized but did not include strike-throughs to show the verbiage being deleted.  In the future, the BOG will perform a review of the Capers prior to being published.

The Broadneck Family Youth Center is seeking support in the form of a grant.  A copy of the BFYC letter would be forwarded to all BOG members for review.

Last month’s (March) building permit discussion issues were forwarded to Doug Hollmann, CSCIA’s lawyer.

Permits for the Deep Creek walkway were submitted.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Building: 

Governor Campbell reported that he provided Mr. Cuzco, who was denied a building variance request for a 20’ X 24’ shed at 1222 Mount Pleasant Drive for insufficient setbacks, with two options: (1) move the shed, or (2) face legal action.  A letter was ultimately sent to Doug Hollmann, CSCIA’s lawyer for action.  A letter was later received from Mr. Cuzco’s lawyer, a copy of which was also forwarded to Mr. Hollmann.

A property, owned by Mr. Bruce Dowling,  near the Cape gas station contains a shed that was built right on the property line and next to another shed.  A letter on this issue was also sent to Mr. Hollmann.

Piers:
Governor Barnhart reported that the bubbler system would be taken out the weekend of April 17th; slip rental contracts are coming into the office just fine; and that three new piers along the Deep Creek walkway are completed, and water and electric service will be in by the end of April.

Personnel:
Governor Daly stated he is purchasing two new chairs for the CSCIA office.

Webmaster:
Governor Gallagher provided the board with charts showing the usage of the Cape website during the month of March.  340 unique users viewed a total of 2223 pages.  One of the most popular items was the Tour of Cape St. Claire.  

He also is looking into the possibility of setting up the website for future payments of the annual maintenance fee

Roads, and Mosquito Spraying:

Governor Gardner spoke to Mr. Dan Anderson, the AA County engineer, on April 12th and received information that the County would be applying for a State grant in May to help with the Cape St. Claire Road Improvement project.  If this funding is received the County will finalize the plans, which would include mandated State and Federal guidelines on issues such as storm drain systems, with a possible July 2006 start.  Governor Gardner will continue to communicate with Mr. Anderson on this project.  

It was reported that the current Hillendale Drive storm drain project is currently resulting in sediment runoff into the Little Magothy River.  County stated this is no problem except for a 100-year flood.

Governor Gardner forwarded a letter to the Department of Agriculture requesting that Cape St. Claire be sprayed for mosquitoes this summer.

Governor Gardner contacted Mr. John Hammond, the AA County Budget Officer, who had not yet provided a report of Cape St. Claire taxes paid to the County.  He stated that he would provide it within a week.  Governor Gardner insisted that she would like the report prior to the April 27th Quarterly Membership meeting.

Membership:
Nothing to report.

Covenants:
Governor Puglisi reported:

· 32 covenant complaints, received since March 2003, were forwarded to the County.

· The County responded to seven complaints.

· He received three e-mails concerning covenant complaints.  He advised them to file complaints with the County.

· There were five major complaint areas:  (1) property appearance-junk, trash, etc; (2) unregistered or junk vehicles, boats, trailers; (3) home businesses; (4) illegal apartments; and (5) multi-family homes.

Governor Puglisi is hoping to have a meeting with Helen Simpson soon to discuss the County response to our community’s zoning complaints.  He is also talking to past Covenant Committee chairs, Lou Biondi and Governor Daly, about funding and looking to establish a Covenants Code similar to the Building Code.

Security Committee:

Governor Juras will contact our security police to patrol our cleanup area after “cleanup hours” to preclude unauthorized dumping of trash.

Clubhouse:

Governor Miller summarized the March uses of the clubhouse by regular users, serial users and recognized users; the magnetic signs ordered for the metal doors of our clubhouse were received. (These signs are to be posted on the Clubhouse entrance door by renters that state, “Private Rental in Progress, Restrooms Are Not Available.); more round tables were ordered for the clubhouse; landscaping around the Clubhouse, including mulching, is ongoing; the Clubhouse stove went through its annual maintenance; the main hall was painted; and she is considering the purchase of a floor scrubber to maintain the clubhouse floors.

Beaches and Parks:
President Madden stated that pier permits for Deep Creek would be received in about two weeks.  Governor Daly remarked that non-residents are already using the boat ramp, and reminded BOG members to stay vigilant.

OLD BUSINESS:

Governor Barnhart asked about the picnic tables and barbeques for the Lake Claire beach area.  President Madden mentioned that they are in the shed and would soon be installed.  

Governor Campbell asked if the walkways to the Lake Claire boat slip pier and the fishing pier are being repaired.  President Madden responded that they would be fixed and electricity would be also restored at the fishing pier.

Governor Barnhart asked President Madden to affirm that the Little Magothy fishing pier is no longer being pursued.  President Madden confirmed it is no longer being pursued due to the potential for storm damage and other problems.  He will put a letter into the Caper to inform the residents. 

President Madden advised the BOG that a Candidates Night is being scheduled for October 2004.

NEW BUSINESS:

None to report.

Adjournment:

Governor Gardner made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Governor Barnhart seconded the motion and it was unanimously passed.  The April 12, 2004 BOG Monthly meeting was adjourned at 9:00 PM.
