AMENDED - MINUTES

BOARD OF GOVERNORS MEETING

JULY 11, 2005

The July 2005 Board of Governors meeting was convened on July 11, 2005 at 7:40 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.

Vice President’s Remarks:

Vice President Wolin provided brief opening remarks, including the fact that he called administrators at Sandy Point Park and asked them to advise their employees to stop referring vehicles of beach goers to Cape St. Claire community beaches when the park is full.  He stated that Sandy Point is a state park; therefore this is a State issue.  He suggested the CSCIA send a letter addressing the issue to Delegate Mike Busch, Councilman Cathy Vitale and County Executive, Janet Owens.
Minutes:  

Governor Puglisi made a motion to approve the June 13, 2005 Monthly BOG Meeting minutes.  Governor Hotchkiss seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Financials:  

Governor Puglisi reported that the Budget Committee continued to track FY 2005 spending trends into May and June 2005.  The committee would then reallocate these figures in the FY 2006 Budget, which starts July 1, 2005.  Governor Puglisi also stated that only Governors Madden and Barnhart responded to the budget feedback request by Frank Newman, and asked that all other committee chairs also provide feedback.  Governor Puglisi made a motion to approve the May 31, 2005 Financials.  Governor Juras seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Roads:  Governor Campbell reported that the County started a water drainage project near Latrobe Drive.  He also asked if any BOG member had any knowledge on why the County could not coordinate the Cape St. Claire Road resurfacing effort from the shopping center gas station up to River Bay Road, with the larger Cape St. Claire Road Improvement project. Governor Gardner responded that complications of swales, sidewalks and property issues currently prevent the County from combining the two efforts.  Governor Campbell said he will coordinate with Ms. Gail Smith, our County Community Services Specialist, on other Cape road projects including the Cape St. Claire Road Improvement project.

Membership:  Governor Lamb requested assistance to set up the July 26, 2005 Quarterly Membership meeting.  She also provided a summary of police reports to be given to President Gallagher.  

On the subject of police reports, Governor Gardner mentioned that a member of the Cape’s paid security force has continuously gone above and beyond normal expectations to protect the Cape.  She mentioned that he will be attending the July 26, 2005 Quarterly Membership meeting and that would be a good time to possibly present him with a form of community recognition.  Vice President Wolin also stated that this individual also recently caught some kids vandalizing boats at the Deep Creek area in early morning hours.  The boat owners did not want to press charges.  The police did press charges.

Clubhouse:  Governor Juras stated that Clubhouse operations were going well, including rentals.  During the past month, a few repairs were made and he received several compliments on the cleanliness of the Clubhouse.

Covenants:  Governor Puglisi stated that the County is taking action and providing feedback on the zoning complaints submitted to the County by the CSCIA.  He is also preparing a list of informational statements on subjects related to zoning and other violations, which will be published in the August issue of the Caper.

Caper:  Governor Wolin reported there would not be an August publication of the Caper.

OLD BUSINESS:

None to report.

NEW BUSINESS:

Roll Call:

All BOG members were present with the exception of Governors Barnhart, Daly, Gallagher and Madden.  These absent board members had provided advance notice of their necessary absence due to vacation and other reasons.  A motion to consider their absence as “Excused” was made and seconded.  The motion was unanimously approved.  

Comments from the floor:
Mr. & Mrs. Jack Savage, residents of Harborview Terrace, were guests at the BOG meeting.  Mr. Savage asked a series of procedural questions concerning the BOG and committees.  In general, the questions were:

1. Can Pier Committee decisions be appealed?

2. Is there a process to ask for reconsideration of a previous BOG decision?

3. Does a committee require a vote on a decision or are these chair decisions?

4. Will the pier development behind his house cost over $1,000?

5. Is there any form of security provided at the Cape pier sites?

Due to the absence of key committee members, Vice President Wolin recommended Mr. Savage put his questions in writing for the next BOG meeting.  Mr. Savage asked about the availability of the “Cape pier plans.”  Because the Pier Committee chair was absent and other BOG members could provide them, Mr. Savage asked the BOG to have the applicable “Cape pier plans” available at the August 8, 2005 Monthly BOG meeting for discussion purposes.

Adjournment:
Governor Puglisi made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Governor Hotchkiss seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  The July 11, 2005 Monthly BOG Meeting was adjourned at 8:30 P.M. 
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
