MINUTES

CSCIA BOARD OF GOVERNORS MEETING

APRIL 9, 2007

The April 2007 CSCIA Board of Governors meeting was convened on April 9, 2007 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.

President’s Remarks:  President Gardner presented the agenda for the meeting and provided opening remarks:

· President Gardner mentioned that the contractor for the signboard expressed a preference to not post commercial ads.  The Board agreed.

·  She received an email from the Principal of the Cape St. Claire Elementary School requesting input on a possible conversion of the tennis courts into additional parking area.  President Garden said that she would seek input from the community before responding on this issue.

· The CSCIA will soon receive the agreed upon $25K from the DiPietro property settlement.

· In response to a question about removing hate mail from the area, a letter was received from the State Attorney’s office stating that it has a Rapid Response Team available.

· County Executive, John Leopold, will be attending the April 24th CSCIA Quarterly Membership meeting.

Minutes:


A motion was made by Governor Daly to approve the March 12, 2007 Minutes with one amendment.  Governor Biondi seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Financials:  

The Treasurer, Governor Biondi, presented the February 28, 2007 Financials.   He stated that Piers & Maintenance is 138% of budget and SCBD Repairs & Maintenance is 122% of budget with only nine months gone in the fiscal year.  Increasing utilities bills were also discussed in reference to the budget.  Governor Maltz made a motion to approve the February 28, 2007 Financials.  Governor Daly seconded the motion and it was approved, with Governors Biondi and Gallagher abstaining.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Covenants:  Governor Daly received some verbal input to consider when creating the CSCIA Covenants Code.  He hopes to present the initial draft of the Covenants Code to the Board at the May 2007 BOG meeting.

Building:  Governor Daly stated that a house is being demolished on Blue Ridge Drive and a new house will be built on the small lot.

Long Range Planning:  Governor Wolin said he would write an article for the May Caper.

Piers:  Governor Gallagher reported:

· That because electric utility rates are rising so quickly, individual meters might be considered for installation at the boat slips in the future.  

· The bubbler system will be removed over the April 14th weekend.

· That he drafted two documents that he will be sending out.  He distributed copies of these documents to the Board for review.  One document is a request to people on the CSCIA piers boat slip waiting list to update their information, and the other document is to recipients of rental slip renewal contracts who have not returned signed contracts or the rental fees.

· He has about 20 slips to be assigned, with the priority sequence being depth, width, and length.

Roads:  Governor Campbell reported that he left several messages for Dan Anderson, County Road Engineer, without receiving a response.  President Gardner mentioned that she might ask County Executive John Leopold to get Dan Anderson to respond.

History:  Governor Morgan stated that efforts to clear brush and vine areas around the Radoff House property have started.  

Beaches & Parks:  Governor Newman commented:

· About the Little Magothy River Association (LMRA) effort to dredge the entrance to the Little Magothy River at the cost of $100K - $150K. The effort will be to dredge to a depth of five feet.  If the dredge material is of a good quality, possibly the CSCIA may be able to utilize it in various beach areas.  DNR, County and EPA permits would probably be needed.

· That an Eagle Scout wants to build a kayak rack at the Little Magothy beach site this summer.  Governor Daly mentioned that the dinghy rack at Deep Creek is looking “ratty” and asked about having it improved.  Governor Newman responded that he would review this issue during the March 2008 contract season.

· He is trying to rehire the same beach attendant from last year.

· That he would like Board guidance on whether he has authority to move $2K from Cape Improvements to Maintenance.  

· That he will pass the issue of “sprinklers in the clubhouse” to the Clubhouse Chair to consider.

Web Master:  Governor Newman said he is re-doing the email groups to facilitate their use, and that the email list administrator would be separate from the web master administrator.

Caper:  Governor Maltz:

· The recent Caper had not been delivered to date.  She called Anston House to inquire.  She will call again on April 10th.

· The April Caper issue was 14 pages.

· Asked the Board about including a free Caper ad for the Cape St. Claire Rec. Council.  The Board agreed the Rec. Council should receive a free ad.

· Was contacted by Catherine Woods, complaining that the Cape Elementary School race ad was not free and would be sending a letter to the CSCIA on behalf of the PTO.

OLD BUSINESS:  None to report.

NEW BUSINESS:  

President Gardner reminded the Board that residents selling property in the Cape are required by State law to provide an original, certified HOA (Homeowner’s Association) package to the buyers.  Copies of previously issued HOA packets and computer-generated copies are not valid.  A valid HOA package contains the CSCIA corporate seal that certifies it in accordance with State law.  This may not be photocopied or duplicated! The HOA packages are available from, and must be obtained from, the CSCIA directly.  Sellers of property in the Cape need to contact the CSCIA staff office directly to obtain a certified HOA package and ensure there are no covenant issues with their property prior to engaging in a sale transaction.  

President Gardner mentioned that the BLOA has not had a CSCIA liaison.  She would like to approach the BLOA about: considering a uniform sign façade; a signboard talked about in the past at the middle entrance to the parking lot to include CSCIA information; and replacing the trees removed during parking lot work.  The Board agreed with her taking this action.

Governor Gallagher mentioned that the two vacant lots on Hampton Road across the street from the Cape Elementary School are for sale by owner.  He questioned whether past lots fees were past due.  Ownership of the lots was questioned.  President Gardner asked John Pirchio to conduct the research on ownership and provide her with the information.

Governor Daly asked about Board interest in pushing for legislation for trucks traveling too fast and in the left lanes on Route 50.  He recommended the CSCIA contact its representatives and also bring up the issue at the April 24, 2007 Quarterly Membership meeting.

John Berley, Budget Committee Chair, reported some results on doing research on joining an electric utility co-op.  He stated there are enough people in the Cape to join a co-op and receive the benefits.  Two co-ops are the Choptank and Southern Maryland Co-ops.  Their rates are 15% - 20% less than BGE rates.  He will prepare a brief for the April 24, 2007 Quarterly Membership meeting.

Attendance:   Governors Biondi, Campbell, Daly, Gallagher, Gardner, Knotts, Maltz, Morgan, Newman and Wolin were in attendance.  Governor Lamb was absent.  Budget Committee Chairman John Berley was also in attendance.

Adjournment:   Governor Daly made a motion to adjourn the regular monthly BOG meeting.  Governor Wolin seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  The April 9, 2007 BOG Monthly Meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m. 
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
