AMENDED - MINUTES

CSCIA BOARD OF GOVERNORS MEETING

AUGUST 14, 2006

The August 2006 CSCIA Board of Governors meeting was convened on August 14, 2006 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.

President’s Remarks:  Vice President Josephine Gardner provided opening remarks:

· Vice President Gardner reported that she and two other board members had attended a meeting to consider CSCIA joining the Council of Broadneck Communities.  She summarized some pros and cons of joining this organization.  

Governor Madden commented that approximately seven years ago the CSCIA joined the Broadneck Federation, however that organization ended up not being what the CSCIA wanted and the CSCIA got out.  He did cite the benefits of having an umbrella organization over the Broadneck area, and advocated on behalf of joining the Council of Broadneck Communities.  Governor Gallagher drafted the new bylaws for the Council of Broadneck Communities.

After further discussion, the board agreed that it would be beneficial for the Cape to be part of this larger community organization to address issues affecting the Broadneck area.  The annual costs would be no higher than $400.  Vice President Gardner made a, “Motion for the CSCIA to join the Council of Broadneck Communities.”  Governor Puglisi seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.    

· Vice President Gardner presented the agenda for the night’s BOG meeting.

Minutes:

A motion was made by Governor Puglisi to approve the July 10, 2006 Monthly BOG Meeting Minutes.  Governor Daly seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  

Financials:  

Treasurer Puglisi presented the final June 30, 2006 Financials.  After board discussion, Treasurer Puglisi made a motion to approve the June 30, 2006 Financials.  Governor Maltz seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Covenants:  Governor Puglisi provided an updated report on Zoning Department and other County violations reported to the County for action, and discussed covenant violations being pursued via the CSCIA legal representative.  He reported that a number of Cape property owners were served letters from the CSCIA lawyer for covenant violations.  The CSCIA lawyer told Governor Puglisi to continuously enforce covenants, or we will later lose in court.  

Governor Madden provided Governor Puglisi and the board with copies of the Maryland Code:  REAL PROPERTY: TITLE 14 MISCELLANEOUS RULES: SUBTITLE 1. MISCELLANEOUS RULES:  14-125.1 Nuisance actions within Anne Arundel County.  He stated that the CSCIA could use this to enforce violations if the County does not take action.

Caper:  Governor Maltz reported she is preparing the September Caper and requested timely input from board members.

Piers:  Governor Gallagher reported that the committee reviewed a current list of slip users and compared it to August of last year.  24 boat slip renters were found to not have boats in slips.  An effort would be made to sub-lease these unused slips.  Of 217 slips, 211 are assigned or offered, and six are left.  He also mentioned that the $900 per pier impact fee needs to (<Amended area.) be submitted when he requests permits from the County for the new slips.

History:  Governor Gallagher provided the board with copies of the History Committee’s August 7, 2006 meeting minutes.  He also provided the board with a copy of a Cape St. Claire deed and property survey from the year 1652.

Building:  Vice President Gardner distributed copies of proposed changes to the Building Code. She prepared the proposed Building Code changes for the board to review and discuss at the September BOG meeting.  

Vice President Gardner also presented to the board a complaint, from one neighbor about another, that a swing set structure was installed in an area that blocked their water view.  After review and discussion, the board agreed to take no action.

CLOSED SESSION MEETING:

At 8:40 PM, the board went into a Closed Session meeting to discuss a personnel issue.  The Closed Session meeting ended at 9:15 PM, and the Regular Meeting continued.

Regular Meeting Continued:

Budget:  Committee member Chris Knott presented a draft of the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Budget.  The BOG conducted a review of every budget line item contained within the proposed budget starting with the Expenses, followed by the Capital Expenditures and ending with the Income portion of the budget.  Several line item adjustments were made to bring the budget into balance.  Chris Knott will make all of the agreed upon adjustments and present the next budget draft for board review at the September monthly BOG meeting.

The board agreed to increase the SCBD level from $60 to $65 that the membership previously approved.  Governor Madden reminded the board to prepare and request a new increase to the SCBD cap in January 2007 from the membership.

OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:

Roll Call:  

A roll call was taken.  Present were Governors Campbell, Daly, Gallagher, Gardner, Hotchkiss, Madden, Newman and Puglisi.  Absent were Governors Clarke, Juras, Lamb and Wolin.  Governors Juras, Lamb and Wolin earlier communicated necessary absence from the meeting, while Governor Clarke did not.  

A motion was made to deem the absences of Governors Juras, Lamb and Wolin as “excused,” and the absence of Governor Clarke as “unexcused.”  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Adjournment:  

A motion was made to adjourn the Regular monthly BOG meeting.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.  The August 14, 2006 Regular BOG Monthly Meeting was adjourned at 10:40 PM. 
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
