MINUTES

CSCIA BOARD OF GOVERNORS MEETING

DECEMBER 8, 2008

The December 2008 CSCIA Monthly Board of Governors meeting was convened on December 8, 2008 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.  

President’s Remarks:  President Gardner stated:

· She received new complaints about the Shell Gas Station opening earlier than allowed and closing later than allowed.

· The Broadneck Council of Communities is meeting on December 11th at Broadneck High School to discuss an update to the County’s General Development Plan.  Our representative, Mr. Bill Nettles, expressed concerns, including BRAC alignment issues and RT 50.

· She received an email from Barbara Morgan, President of the Goshen Farm Preservation Society, stating that creating soccer fields on the farm property will not happen per the Board of Education.

· There are continued property line issues with the 1132 Long Point Terrace property.  

Minutes:


Governor Daly made a motion to approve the November 10, 2008 BOG Monthly Meeting minutes.  Governor Newman seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Financials:  

Governor Newman made a motion to table the October 31, 2008 Financials.  Governor Daly seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  

Closed Session:

A motion was made, seconded and approved to enter into a Closed Session meeting at 7:50 pm.  The Closed Session meeting ended at 8:35 pm. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Caper – Governor Maltz reported that the January/February time frame is proving to be a good month for the Caper.

Beaches & Parks – Governor Newman stated that the police are willing to lock the Main Beach gates during the warm months.  He is working on the “unlocking” phase.

Web Master – Governor Newman stated that the email addresses are being changed from a 2008 suffix to a 2009 suffix.  

Clubhouse – Governor Lamb stated that she received three estimates to do the Clubhouse siding.  After receiving BOG input, she agreed to continue to evaluate the types of sidings best suited for the Clubhouse.  She also got a quote of $1,200 to in stall new hot and cold water lines in both bathrooms. 

Piers – Governor Gallagher reported:

· The pier bubbler system was installed on December 6th.  However, new hoses for this system will need to be purchased in 2009.  He is researching affordable sources to purchase about 1000-feet of new hose.  

· The new pier construction has started at the Deep Creek area.  There will be five new slips with about a 4-foot depth.

· Slip rental contracts will be sent out in January 2009 with some new rules, including showing proof of ownership and insurance.

OLD BUSINESS:

The November 10, 2008 Monthly BOG meeting minutes included an agenda item for the December 8, 2008 Monthly BOG meeting.  The agenda item was for the BOG to have a discussion about the CSCIA Budget Item #9, Legal Services.  Due to more pressing issues, Governor Daly made a “motion to table discussion of this issue until the February 2009 Monthly BOG meeting.”  Governor Biondi seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Governor Gallagher remarked:  

· The late charge for paying the annual Maintenance Bills is currently $5.  We can increase this amount if written into the bylaws.

· Notices for meetings can be sent out by email if property owners agree.  This also applies for Board of Governor meetings.

· If Maintenance Fees are paid by credit cards, we can also charge for the administrative fees too.

· In general, there are opportunities for the CSCIA to reduce costs by the use of technology.

NEW BUSINESS:  

None to report.
