AMENDED - MINUTES

CSCIA BOARD OF GOVERNORS MEETING

JULY 9, 2007

The July 2007 CSCIA Board of Governors meeting was convened on July 9, 2007 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.

President’s Remarks:  President Gardner presented the agenda for the meeting and provided opening remarks:

· Stated that she received a letter from Mosquito Sciences offering to assist with a spray program.  Not needing their services now, she will keep the letter for possible future reference.

· The Shell Station will be under new management in August.  Management has already approached the CSCIA office about discussing their original contract for the purpose of changing their opening and closing times and area lighting.  They also inquired about beach passes.

· President Gardner received information that the house at 1224 River Bay Road was being rented out weekly as advertised on internet site:  www.waterfronthomesannapolis.com/  A copy of the ad was on hand and dated 062507.  She called the CSCIA lawyer, Mr. Doug Hollmann asking that a letter be sent to the owners.

· Noted the recent death of Ms. Mary Marsh, a long-time resident of the Broadneck Peninsula, who was very active in improving the area.

Minutes:


A motion was made by Governor Biondi to approve the June 11, 2007 Minutes as amended.  Governor Newman seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Financials:  

The Treasurer, Governor Biondi, presented the May 31, 2007 Financials.  Governor Gallagher made a motion to approve the May 31, 2007 Financials.  Governor Newman seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  The June 30, 2007 Preliminary Financials were briefly discussed. 

Governor Biondi stated that: the July 1st Budget is in process; the Budget Committee Chair, John Berley, is temporarily out due to health problems; and recommended committee chairs spend carefully as this is a tough financial year due in part to increases in postage and utility costs.  

Two Separate Variance Requests:  

Ms. Melinda Howard, 1201 Bay View Vista Drive property, and, Mr. & Mrs. Barbara Lewis, 988 Hillendale Drive property.  The same architect, Ms. Teresa Todd, represented all involved property owners.

Variance Request #1:  Ms. Melinda Howard, 1201 Bay View Vista Drive property:  Approached the Board in response to receiving a building permit denial letter to construct a new house on a corner lot of Bay View Vista and Skyview Drives.  The County address is listed as 1201 Bay View Vista Drive.  The main issues considered and discussed were, “Which side is the front side?” and “compliance with CSCIA setback requirements.”  Ms. Todd presented and described the requested variance request:

· This variance request is in response to a building permit denial letter received from Governor Daly, the CSCIA Building Committee chair.

· The stated codes for all of the issues noted by the Building Committee - are vague, non-specific codes, and only generally described in the Building Code.

· In their view, all setbacks conform to CSCIA requirements.

· This variance request conforms to neighboring lot and house configurations.

· Although the current address is 1201 Bay View Vista Drive, they desire to have the “front” of the house face Skyview Drive due to the steep grades of the lot.  The County allows either side of house and either street to be the address, although it may require an address change by the County.

In response, Governor Daly commented that his letter was not a direct denial of their request, but rather courteously provided them with an opportunity to revise their plans in order to conform to all CSCIA building and setback requirements.  

The Board of Governors asked Ms. Howard and Ms. Todd several questions, which generated much discussion.  After hearing their case and discussing the issues, the Board agreed to meet in a Closed Meeting to further discuss and decide on their variance request.

Variance Request #2:  Mr. & Mrs. Lewis, 988 Hillendale Drive.  Their home had burned down.  They desire to rebuild a new home and stay in the Cape.  Also, approached the Board in response to receiving a building permit denial letter.  Governor Daly again stated that his letter was not a direct denial, rather it courteously gave them with an opportunity to provide required information previously lacking on their originally submitted building plans.  The original building plans and drawings lacked specific setback distances and height measurements; therefore the Building Committee could not provide an approved building permit.  

New drawings and plans have since been resubmitted to the Building Committee with clarified dimensions, distances and topographic information included.  After further discussions, the Board agreed to meet in a Closed Session to discuss and decide on this variance request.

Closed Session:  8:15 P.M. to 8:30 P.M. 

Governor Daly made a motion to enter into a Closed Session Meeting at 8:15 p.m. to discuss and decide both building variance requests.  Governor Biondi seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Variance Request for 988 Hillendale Drive, Mr. & Mrs. Lewis:  The Board reviewed the newly submitted information and agreed to approve this request for a Building Permit.

Variance Request for 1201 Bay View Vista Drive, Ms. Howard:  To assist Ms. Howard due to the topography of the lot, while still conforming with setback requirements - the Board agreed to recommend to Ms. Howard that:  She resubmit plans with the front of the house facing Skyview Drive, with a County approved Skyview Drive address, and, without a deck in order to meet setback requirements.

Governor Daly made a motion to end the Closed Session Meeting at 8:30 p.m.  Governor Biondi seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Caper:  Governor Maltz reported between $14K-$15K in revenue

Beaches & Parks:  Governor Newman 

· Reminded the Board that at the last monthly meeting they discussed funds and the need to move some funds.  As a result, Governor Newman made a motion to petition the County, through Governor Biondi (Treasurer), to move $12,210 from Repairs and Maintenance down to Beaches & Parks Capital Expenditures.  Governor Maltz seconded the motion and it was unanimously passed.

· A few months ago he advised the Board that dredge from the Little Magothy River Association dredge project may be available to build up Cape beaches where required.  Unfortunately, he recently determined that this effort probably will not happen and would not be free if it did happen.

· Installed a new picnic table at Lake Claire beach area.  Another picnic table was ordered for the Little Magothy River beach area.

· Rubber mulch was installed at the Main Beach play area.

· Still working on locating a Lake Claire beach attendant.

History:  Governor Morgan reported that an archeologist visited the Goshen Farm, and while there verified the house was built in the 1790’s.

Membership:  Governor Morgan reiterated the parking issues at the beach areas that were very obvious on a busy July 4th weekend.  She recommended the “Warning Statements” be placed on the windshields of unauthorized vehicles, and that a spreadsheet be used to keep track of violators.

Clubhouse:  Governor Lamb reported:  

· A clubhouse air conditioner had to be replaced.

· An electrical box was installed for the stove.

· She is having a fan installed in the stove hood.

Piers:  Governor Gallagher reported that he would continue to survey all boats slips for usage through July 16th, and those renters not using their slips for a majority of the season stand to lose their slips.  Also, boat slip Waiting List letters were sent to have applicants verify their data by a certain date.  Approximately 30 people have already been removed from the list.

Long Range Planning (LRP):  Governor Wolin distributed an initial copy of a Long Range Plan for the Board to review, discuss and modify.

Covenants:  Governor Daly continues to work on drafting a Covenants Code.  He will also recommend changes to the Building Code.

OLD BUSINESS:  

Governor Lamb reported that the Cape St. Claire Volunteer Fire Department might attend the July Quarterly Membership meeting to give a small presentation.

NEW BUSINESS:  

Governor Biondi recommended the Hilltop Drive/Cape St. Claire Road intersection issue be placed on the agenda for the July Quarterly Membership meeting.

Attendance:   Governors Biondi, Campbell, Daly, Gallagher, Gardner, Knotts, Lamb, Maltz, Morgan, Newman and Wolin were in attendance.  No Governors were absent.  

Adjournment:   Governor Daly made a motion to adjourn the regular monthly BOG meeting.  Governor Wolin seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  The July 9, 2007 BOG Monthly meeting was adjourned at 9:55 p.m. 
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
