CSCIA BOARD OF GOVERNORS MONTHLY MEETING

JUNE 14, 2010

The June 2010 CSCIA Monthly Board of Governors meeting was convened on June 14, 2010 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.  

President’s Remarks:  President Gallagher 

· The CSCIA was invited by the Anne Arundel County Police Department to do a July 23rd community leader “ ride-along” from 2:45 pm – 11pm, with a de-brief to follow. 
· Provided status of the ongoing vote to remove offensive language from the CSCIA bylaws:  1552 votes in favor and 63 votes against removing the language.  A total of at least 2053 votes in favor are required to approve removal of the offensive language.  The County also owns seven lots in Cape St. Claire so we are trying to get the County to cast their votes too.
· Reminded the committee chairs to use the pink “Requisition Requests” to document the expenditure of funds for any non-routine purchases.
Minutes:


May 10, 2010 CSCIA Monthly BOG meeting minutes:  Governor Newman made a motion to approve these minutes.  Governor Daly seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Profit & Loss Statements (P&Ls):  

March 31, 2010 Profit & Loss Statements:  Governor Newman made a motion to approve these P&L Statements.  Governor Lamb seconded the motion and it was approved with seven votes in favor and one abstention.
April 30, 2010 Profit & Loss Statements:  Governor Newman made a motion to approve these P&L Statements.  Governor Gardner seconded the motion and it was approved with seven votes in favor and one abstention.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Clubhouse:  Governor Lamb remarked that the Strawberry Festival was very well attended.

Caper:  Governor Cesare commented that she has only received five advertisements for the July issue of the Caper.  She will extend the deadline in an effort to get more advertisers.

Beaches & Parks:  Governor Newman reported that in addition to the weekends, the beach attendants will also be working during the week starting on June 16th.  He also asked the Board members to provide him with any feedback about their attempts to enter these areas.
Vice President Gardner:  

· The Cape’s mosquito spraying program is underway.
· A Broadneck Council of Communities meeting was held a few nights ago.  Another meeting is scheduled for June 17th in the main room of the Cape clubhouse.  The County’s General Development Plan received 29 requests for zoning changes which remain to be decided.  Board members and residents may attend this meeting to observe the proceedings.
· A residential building project off St. Margarets agreed to changes which would remove the “age restriction” from their covenants.
· A “Candidate’s Night” is planned for the first Saturday in October (October 2nd). 

Covenants:  Governor Daly 
· Will try to schedule a meeting with Governors Gardner and Hetrick.

· Reports an increase in the numbers of kids seen on motor scooters, including at night.

· There are continuing problems with loud motorcycles in the Cape.

NEW BUSINESS:  

Governor Ritenour notified the Board of his need to resign soon due to personal reasons as of November.  
Comments from the floor:

-Budget Committee member Lou Biondi commented that he will work with the Cape Security Patrol and the Eastern Police District on the problems concerning motorcycles, golf carts and motor scooters.

-Lou Biondi stated that the next scheduled CSCIA Board meeting is July 12th.  He reminded the Board that budget figures are due for the Budget Committee.

-Governor Gardner made a motion to enter into a Closed Session meeting for the purpose of discussing legal issues.  Governor Newman seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.
