MINUTES

CSCIA BOARD OF GOVERNORS MEETING

JUNE 9, 2008

The June 2008 CSCIA Board of Governors meeting was convened on June 9, 2008 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.  

President’s Remarks:  President Josephine Gardner presented the agenda for the meeting and provided opening remarks.  President Gardner:

· Received a telephone call from a resident in reference to the President’s Perspective article printed in the Caper concerning the parking situation at the Little Magothy View area of the Graul’s ball fields.  Specifically, the resident stated that the email President Gardner received from Ms. Wendy Winters stating that a gentleman died as a result of emergency vehicles not being able to get through due to inappropriately parked vehicles, was incorrect.  A gentleman did die, but he died from different circumstances unrelated to this parking issue.  

· Made a suggestion that when kids sign up to play sports that the parents sign a contract with the Recreation Council concerning parking in the ball field area.  If parents violate the contract, then their child would miss a game.  President Gardner will contact Mr. Rick Pleva of the Recreation Council to pursue this possibility.  Police will continue to enforce towing in the area.  …Governor Biondi expressed his opinion that the Recreation Council should be the organization taking the efforts to alleviate this parking situation, including using contracts with parents.  And, that this onus should be on the Recreation Council without CSCIA direct involvement in the enforcement. 

· Stated she might ask certain Board members to review certain sections of Broadneck Council position papers.  These position papers are located on the web.

· Commented that there was situation this past weekend concerning a Clubhouse rental.  The renters were present at the meeting and President Gardner asked them to address their concerns to the Board.

Clubhouse Rental Situation:  Mr. & Mrs. George Heffner
The Heffners stated that they rented the clubhouse for a whole day, which extends from 1:00 PM until midnight.  At about 5:00 PM the Heffners and their guests were in the process of starting their cleanup.  At this time, a person came in and stated that the Boy Scouts had rented the clubhouse from 5:00 PM until 7:30 PM.  The Heffners explained that they had rented the clubhouse for the whole day, which extended until midnight.  Being told otherwise by this person, the Heffners and their quests expedited their cleanup efforts. The Heffners were unable to do a complete and thorough cleaning of the clubhouse because of the truncation of their rental.  The Heffners expressed their concerns to the Board to avoid similar situations in the future and to ask for some form of restitution.  …Mr. Patrick Bunn, a Boy Scout representative was present at the meeting and related that the boy Scouts had made a mistake. The CSCIA Board then discussed the issue in a Closed Session.  

After the Closed Session meeting a motion was made and approved by the Board for the Clubhouse Chair, Governor Lamb, to meeting with the Boy Scout representative to advise him of the action the Board had taken to resolve the matter.

Minutes:


Governor Biondi made a motion to approve the May 12, 2008 BOG Monthly Meeting minutes as Amended.  Governor Gallagher seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Financials:  

The Treasurer, Governor Biondi, did not have time to review the April 30, 2008 Financials prior to the BOG meeting because they were received late from the CSCIA accountant.  As a result, he recommended that Board review and approval of the April 30, 2008 Financials be tabled until the July Monthly BOG meeting.  The BOG agreed.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Beaches and Parks – Governor Newman reported:

· The Boy Scouts built a new kayak rack at the Lake Claire area.

· The damage of the Lake Claire fishing pier due to vandalism was repaired and a bench was also added.

· A new contract was signed with Trusted Towing of Millersville to tow vehicles from our community properties that do not have Cape stickers or hanging tags.  Vehicles with expired tags will not be towed.

· The Swim Club does the community signboard as a fundraiser and as a member of the Swim Club this was his month to perform those duties.  The supplies for the community signboard are stored in the community “guard shack.”  He noted that several repairs are needed to the interior of the guard shack in order to continue safe storage and use of these supplies.  The roof leaks, electrical wires are hanging and the shack is in general need of other repairs.  Messages for the signboard already in the queue will be posted, but several fixes are needed to the shack before continuing.  …President Gardner commented that as a result of the Cape St. Claire Road improvement project, it might not be in that location much longer.

Caper – Governor Maltz said there will be about a $1,400 deficit by the end of the year.

Piers – Governor Gallagher reported that he is still working on the “Move List.”  He is also going to institute an annual or semi-annual inspection schedule for all of the piers.  The inspections will be both above and below the piers.

Covenants – Governor Daly distributed copies of a report of zoning violations within the community that were forwarded to the County for resolution, and the status of those violations.

Building – Governor Daly commented that a complete review is needed of how the CSCIA Building Code is enforced.   He agreed to discuss the matter at the next CSCIA BOG meeting.

OLD BUSINESS:

President Gardner mentioned a few items for the July 22, 2008 CSCIA Quarterly Membership meeting.  Gates at the beaches will be discussed, as will the question of a traffic light at the Hilltop Drive/Cape St. Claire Road/Little Magothy View intersection.  As a straw vote, she asked the Board if they are in favor of having a traffic light installed now, opposed to having only the electric and other necessary connections required for a future installation of a traffic light.  The Board voted ”No” to installation of a traffic light now.

Mr. Jim Miller thanked the Board and the Beaches & Parks Committee for taking care of a reported tree problem.

Governor Maltz reported that Dana Raymond will be resigning from doing the Caper.  Dana will do the July/August issue of the Caper.

NEW BUSINESS:  

A BOG member commented that neighbors have complained that loud amplified noise has been coming from the Broadneck High School ball field area as late as 11:00 PM to midnight.  It is reported  that the ball field is being rented out to other organizations because of the availability of the artificial turf.  

A rhetorical question was asked, “When large power failures occur should the clubhouse be opened to residents if it has power?”  The Board rhetorically questioned what the schools do during these power failures and what are the County’s responsibilities?  

Attendance:   Governors Biondi, Campbell, Daly, Gallagher, Gardner, Lamb, Maltz, Newman, Pollock and Wolin were in attendance.  Governor Morgan was absent.  

Adjournment:   Governor Wolin made a motion to adjourn the June monthly BOG meeting.  Governor Campbell seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  The June 9, 2008 BOG Monthly meeting was adjourned at 9:25 PM.  . 
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
