MINUTES

CSCIA BOARD OF GOVERNORS MONTHLY MEETING

MARCH 14, 2011
The March 2011 CSCIA Monthly Board of Governors meeting was convened on March 14, 2011 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.  

President’s Remarks:  President Gallagher presented the agenda and brief opening remarks.
· Received a letter from the Cape St. Claire Elementary School requesting financial support for further expansion of their playground equipment.  Governor Newman made a motion for the CSCIA to donate $150 to the effort as a “Bronze Metal Sponsor.”  Governor Mooneyhan seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.
· The annual contract for AP Solutions to continue producing the Cape Calendar was discussed.  Since there were no objections to continuing with this contract, President Gallagher agreed to sign it.
· Notice was received on January 11, 2011 that a lawsuit is being filed against the CSCIA by Mr. Gregory Moon who allegedly suffered injuries at the Little Magothy community pier area.
MINUTES:

February 14, 2011 CSCIA Monthly BOG meeting minutes:  Governor Newman made a motion to table these minutes.  Governor Mooneyhan seconded the motion and it was approved. 
Profit & Loss Statements (P&Ls):  

January 31, 2011 Profit & Loss Statements:  The Treasurer, Governor Berley, briefed the Board on these P&Ls.  Governor Newman made a motion to approve these P&L Statements.  Governor Dembowski seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Vice President Mooneyhan – 

- Along with Governor Gardner had a meeting with the CSCIA’s insurance company, State Farm, in an effort to discuss reappraisal of community assets, replacement values and overall coverage.  This first policy review included a tour of CSCIA amenities, including the piers and parks.  Our current liability coverage of $1M is considered as being under-insured.  Our current insurance carrier advised that we could not obtain a additional umbrella policy until the “piers claim” is resolved.  It was suggested that a community our size should have additional coverage of $5 million or more.  .  Governor Mooneyhan suggested that we consider using an insurance broker to market our policy coverage to ensure that we obtain the “best coverage at the best price.”

-Attended a meeting with the BLOA (Cape Business and Lot Owners Association) last month where several subjects were discussed including the new security patrols using Anne Arundel County police, and the treatments of the sidewalks and parking lots for ice and snow.  The BLOA expressed having some concerns about the    new CSCIA “sidewalk policy,” and they also requested a copy of the minutes from the “parking lot” meeting which was held last year.
Clubhouse:  Governor Lamb reported that the drainage problems outside of the office manager’s door and the leaking roof are being repaired.  She is also ordering new chairs for the clubhouse.
Caper:  Governor Lamb is currently working on getting the April 1st edition of the Caper out.  With the increased number of Caper publications, she has identified over $2K in monthly ads, however she also needs more help from the editor, Barbara Morgan.  Articles for the Caper are needed by March 9th.  
Building:  Governor Mooneyhan stated that she received two new requests for building permits.  She also received a complaint about a house on Plateau Place where the exterior of the house seems to be in a perpetual state of ongoing work, creating a long-term eyesore.  …John Pirchio, the code enforcer, commented that this has been a long-term situation reported to the County several times, but the County does not consider these “ugly appearances” to be in violation of their zoning or building codes.  Several boats stored on unregistered trailers reported to the County were removed.
Beaches and Parks:  Governor Newman reported that a 30-foot extension to the Lake Claire fishing pier toward land is currently being constructed to improve access.  On the beach erosion control issue at Lake Claire, Governor Newman determined that we are not designated as being in the “Erosion Control District” and therefore we are not eligible for the 0% loans.  We need to consider asking for another “Special Tax District” designation or decide not to do the project.  He will provide further input at the next BOG meeting.
Governor Gardner:  Reported not receiving our annual Mosquito Control letter.  She will follow up.
Treasurer:  Governor Berley reported that the current budget is on-track.
Covenants:  Governor Daly plans on providing the Board with some recommendations on code violations.

Roads:  Governor Dembowski reported that reforestation plans are delaying the start dates for the Cape St. Claire Road improvement project; large scale tree cutting efforts near the power lines are blocking some roads; and Hampton Road has some new sidewalks and is being repaved.
Piers:  Governor Gallagher reported all boat slip rental contracts except for about eight are complete; about six contract recipients did not respond at all; the “slip move” process will soon start; and the bubbler system will soon be removed.
OLD BUSINESS:
Governor Berley asked about the status of the “John Gough Memorial.”  It was agreed that a bench and plaque would be installed at the Deep Creek area.
NEW BUSINESS:

Vice President Mooneyhan handed out a copy of a proposed amendment  to our Building Code for Board members to read and consider - concerning the County’s new law which allows for installation of “small wind energy systems and meteorological towers” on parcels less than three acres.  This topic will be further discussed at a future BOG meeting.
Comments from the floor:
Lou Biondi raised the issue of County contracted trash collectors leaving the empty trashcans in the right-of-way areas, making driving on our community roads difficult.  He recommended the CSCIA get involved with the County to rectify this problem.

President Gallagher stated that the vacant BOG position was offered to Bruce Campbell and he accepted.

Ms. Michelle Hahn, a guest at the BOG meeting and a manager at the Broadneck Grill, was provided an opportunity to address Board on behalf of the Broadneck Grill’s owner, Ms. Donna Duran.  Ms. Duran forwarded a letter dated March 11, 2011 to the CSCIA requesting permission for special accommodations on Cinco de Mayo (May 5th) celebration day.
In short, she asked that the CSCIA provide a one-day waiver to allow the Broadneck Grill to use their sidewalk, two parking spots, and a tent in the back area to set up tables for serving food and drinks on Cinco de Mayo day, their busiest business day of the year.  …After initial discussion, Vice President Mooneyhan made a, “Motion that CSCIA allow the Broadneck Grill to operate with a one-day waiver to sidewalk and parking lot rules from 4PM – 9:30PM allowing five two-top tables on the sidewalk and two parking lot spots for four tables; along with a tent in the back areas of 1366 and 1364 Cape St. Claire Road; with a provision they have licenses and permits to do this; and a provision they not impede traffic in the back and have an adequate security presence.”  Governor Newman seconded the motion.  Discussion followed:
· Governor Daly – This occasion is not comparable to the Strawberry Festival.  In the interest of fairness, if we allow this for one, we must do it for all.

· Governor Mooneyhan – Businesses are part of our community.

· Governor Gardner – The probability is that we will get more of these types of requests.

· Governor Dembowski – Allowing this waiver, is not a bad thing.

· Mike Buchet – Since parking lot spots will be used, will fees be paid to the owners?

After final discussions a vote on the motion was taken.  The motion was approved with five Board members in favor of the motion and two Board members opposed to the motion.

President Gallagher reminded Ms. Hahn that the Broadneck Grill must get the appropriate permits to serve alcohol and they also need to get signed CSCIA permission as it is our property.  …Governor Dembowski made a, “Motion that the CSCIA sign the requested permit as stipulated in the prior motion.”  Governor Mooneyhan seconded the motion and it was approved with five Board members in favor and two Board members opposed.

Governor Gardner made a motion that the CSCIA Board of Governor enter into a Closed Session meeting at the conclusion of the Regular meeting.  Governor Newman seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.
Attendance:   Governors Berley, Daly, Dembowski, Gallagher, Gardner, Lamb, Mooneyhan and Newman were present.  Budget Committee member Buchet was also present.

Adjournment:   Governor Gardner made a motion to adjourn the regular CSCIA Monthly BOG meeting.  Governor Newman seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  The regular March 14, 2011 CSCIA Monthly BOG meeting was adjourned at 8:30 P.M.
