MINUTES

BOARD OF GOVERNORS MEETING

JANUARY 9, 2006

The January 2006 Board of Governors meeting was convened on January 9, 2006 at 7:45 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.

President’s Remarks:

President Gallagher provided opening remarks, including:

· Advance notice was received from Governors Clarke, Hotchkiss, Madden, Puglisi and Wolin that they would be absent from this meeting.  Governors Clarke and Puglisi had work requirements, Governor Madden was at a class, Governor Wolin was on vacation, and Governor Hotchkiss had a baby.

· He received a phone call from Mr. Sal DiPietro.  Mr. DiPietro verbally agreed to the CSCIA’s last letter concerning the property at 1010 Lake Claire Drive.  Mr. DiPietro stated that legal paperwork would follow.

· He met with Mr. & Mrs. Savage and Cathy Vitale at a December meeting, the subject of which would be discussed with the BOG in a Closed Session.

· On the mailing of the January Caper, which included ballots, he mentioned that a portion of the Cape either did not receive the Caper, or received it late.  

· There are no December Minutes for the December 12, 2005 BOG Monthly meeting, as there was no quorum.

· Annual CSCIA Committee reports are due January 13th and requested they be forwarded via e-mail.

Minutes:

A motion was made by Governor Daly to approve the November 14, 2005 Monthly BOG Meeting Minutes.  Governor Gardner seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  

Financials:  

Though absent, the Treasurer, Governor Puglisi previously advised President Gallagher that the same issues discussed in past BOG meetings still exist for both the October 31, 2005 and the November 30, 2005 Financials.  Governor Gardner made a motion to approve the both Financials.  Governor Daly seconded the motion and discussed having these Financials up to date for the Annual Meeting in January 2006.  The motion was unanimously approved.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Personnel:  Governor Daly mentioned that the new computer was already set up in the office.

Membership:  Governor Lamb reported that she had recruited sufficient people to assist with the counting of ballots on January 27th and 28th.  The Annual Meeting is scheduled for 7:00 PM on Saturday, January 28th.  President Gallagher is working with Congressman Wayne Gilchrest’s staff to determine his availability to attend our Annual membership meeting

Building:  Governor Gardner reported that she had not received any recent requests for variances.  Also, a property problem on River Bay Road had been mutually resolved.

Clubhouse:  Governor Juras stated that he would forward a letter to a past renter of our clubhouse for problems caused.  He also stated that he changed the clubhouse rental policy and contract so that renters of the clubhouse must be Cape residents, and that these residents must attend the gathering and be responsible for full contract compliance.

Roads:  Governor Campbell reported that he is still working on submitting a “speed hump” policy proposal to the CSCIA.  Governor Daly stated that the County should put a blacktop patch on the open spaces/holes adjacent to Cape St. Claire Road as it approaches College Parkway, stating that these spaces/holes are large enough for vehicle axles to break if hit. 

Piers:  President Gallagher stated that the bubbler system was set up in November, and that boat slip contracts would be going out in February.  On a side note, President Gallagher mentioned that a History Committee was forming and they had a November meeting.  Many people volunteered to get involved with this committee, in fact too many to be able to meet in the Cox Meeting room.

OLD BUSINESS:
Governor Gardner reported that a house located at the corner of Little Magothy View and Cape St. Claire Road is again being advertised for sale as apartments.  She requested that the CSCIA take appropriate action through its legal representative, while also reporting this residence to the County Zoning Department.

NEW BUSINESS:
None to report.

Roll Call:
A roll call was taken.  Present were Governors Campbell, Daly, Gallagher, Gardner, Juras, and Lamb.  Absent were Governors Clarke, Hotchkiss, Madden, Puglisi and Wolin.  Governor Daly made a motion that since prior notification of their absences was provided that these absences are deemed as “excused”.  Governor Juras seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Governor Daly made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Governor Juras seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  The regular January 9, 2006 Monthly BOG Meeting was adjourned at 8:30 P.M.
