MINUTES

CSCIA BOARD OF GOVERNORS MEETING

OCTOBER 9, 2006

The October 2006 CSCIA Board of Governors meeting was convened on October 9, 2006 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.

President’s Remarks:  President Dan Wolin provided opening remarks:

· Candidate’s Night at the clubhouse went very well.  He will send “Thank You” letters to the candidates that attended.

· The annual SCBD audit was forwarded to the County on October 2nd.

· Minor errors noted in the proposed fiscal year 2007-2008 Budget will be corrected prior to the October Quarterly Membership meeting.

· He presented the agenda for the night’s BOG meeting, including a possible discussion about a “neighborhood watch.”

Minutes:

A motion was made by Governor Gardner to approve the September 11, 2006 Monthly BOG Meeting Minutes.  Governor Gallagher seconded the motion and it was approved, with one member abstaining.

Financials:  

The final July 31, 2006 Financials were discussed.  Governor Gallagher made a motion to approve the July 31, 2006 Financials.  Governor Daly seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  

The final August 31, 2006 Financials were discussed.  Governor Madden had a question about the figures in the Legal Services line item on page two.  Because the Treasurer was not present, Governor Madden made a, “Motion to table the August 31, 2006 Financials until the November 13, 2006 BOG meeting.”  Governor Gardner seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Roads:  Governor Campbell stated that the “90%” plans for the Cape St. Claire Road improvement project have not yet been received from the County.  

Beaches and Parks:  Governor Madden reported that a new fence was installed at the Main Beach area.  He also mentioned that he was subpoenaed to appear in court on October 26th for a drug and trespassing incident that occurred at the Main Beach.

Website:  Governor Newman reported that interesting community information is being discussed via a Google e-mail group.  The site can be located by doing a Google search using:  CSC_Public 

Building:  Governor Gardner proposed three changes to the Building Code for the board to consider.  After discussion, it was agreed that further refinement of each proposed change would be necessary.  Governor Daly agreed to take the first proposal on “Garage Canopies” for further effort.  Governor Gallagher agreed to take the second proposal on “maintaining a main house and accessory buildings in a sound and visually acceptable standard” for further effort.  And, it was agreed that all board members would submit recommended refinements back to Governor Gardner on the third proposal concerning “the 35-foot or 2.5 stories restriction” definition.  Without a motion, the BOG agreed to table these proposed changes until the November 13th BOG meeting.

Piers:  Governor Gallagher reported that a winter boat slip list is in the process of being created.

History:  Governor Gallagher passed out minutes from their October 2nd meeting, highlighting a County Council meeting scheduled for October 16th.  At this meeting, the County Council will take up Bill 88-06, in which is included funds to tear down the historic Radoff House.  Key people, including President Wolin, Governor Gallagher, Barbara Morgan and Mr. Orlando Ridout, will be attending this meeting to testify against the demolition of this house.  Governor Gallagher made a “Motion for the BOG to approve President Wolin testifying against Bill 88-06.”  Governor Madden seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  

In late spring, the Radoff House was in good shape.  Since then, the school board had not boarded up the house and it was extensively vandalized.  Cathy Vitale is also trying to support saving the house.  The plan is to keep this historic house from being demolished, get necessary repairs done, and get a favorable long-term plan in place for the house and property.

OLD BUSINESS:  

Governor Gardner noted that the Broadneck Preservation Council does not represent the CSCIA.

NEW BUSINESS:
Governor Gardner asked the board to consider discussing a bylaws change proposal whereby people running for positions on the Board must be required to live in the Cape, not just own property here.  Governor Gardner asked the board to consider the proposal and be prepared to further discuss at the November 13th BOG meeting.

Governor Daly asked that it be “noted for the record” that he suggests that the CSCIA Board of Governors do more in the future than was done in the past.  As we are not the same community he knew in 1988, and there are now higher expectations from the board.

Governor Gallagher noted that currently there is no budget for the History Committee, but we should think about creating a budget later.

Roll Call:  

A roll call was taken.  Present were Governors Campbell, Daly, Gallagher, Gardner, Lamb, Madden, Newman and Wolin.  

Absent were Governors Clarke, Juras, Maltz and Puglisi.  Governors Maltz and Puglisi earlier communicated their absence from the meeting, while Governors Clarke and Juras did not.  

A motion was made by Governor Daly to deem the absences of Governors Maltz and Puglisi as “excused.”  The motion was seconded and approved, with four members in favor, one member against and two members abstaining.  Governor Gallagher made a motion to deem the absence of Governor Juras as “unexcused.”  The motion was seconded by Governor Newman and unanimously approved.  Governor Gardner made a motion to deem the absence of Governor Clarke as “unexcused.”  The motion was seconded by Governor Newman and unanimously approved.  

President Wolin stated that he would write a letter to Governor Clarke notifying him that he had been terminated from the CSCIA Board of Governors.

Cape Calendar Picture Selection:
The board reviewed several high-quality pictures submitted to the board for selection as the Cape Calendar picture for 2007.  After much time and consideration, the board selected pictures for first, second and third places.  A black and white photo of children tubing was selected for first place, while pictures that included a dog and the Main Beach were selected for second and third places.  

Adjournment:  

Governor Daly made a motion to adjourn the Regular monthly BOG meeting.  Governor Campbell seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  The October 9, 2006 Regular BOG Monthly Meeting was adjourned at 9:15 PM.
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
