AMENDED - MINUTES

BOARD OF GOVERNORS MEETING

SEPTEMBER 12, 2005

The September 2005 Board of Governors meeting was convened on September 12, 2005 at 7:30 P.M. in the Cape St. Claire Clubhouse, Cox Meeting Room.

President’s Remarks:

Vice President Wolin provided brief opening remarks and then asked for the approval of the Minutes and the Financials.

Minutes:  

Governor Daly made a motion to approve the August 8, 2005 Monthly BOG Meeting minutes.  Governor Juras seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Financials:  

The Treasurer, Governor Puglisi, briefly discussed the June 30, 2005 Financials and asked for feedback.  Governor Madden noted that a line item labeled the “Brady Memorial Fund” with a balance of $100 should have been zeroed out.  Governor Madden made a motion to accept the June 30, 2005 Financials with the Treasurer verifying and rectifying that questioned line item.  Governor Daly seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Governor Puglisi also briefly discussed the July 31, 2005 Financials.  He stated that the CSCIA accountant had not yet reallocated funds between line items.  Governor Puglisi will present the accountant’s recommendations to the BOG for agreement, then she will reallocate.  Governor Puglisi made a motion to approve the July 31, 2005 Financials as presented.  Governor Daly seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Personnel:  Governor Daly mentioned that CSCIA office hours had recently been temporarily reduced due to personnel.

Beaches and Parks:  Governor Madden stated that the weekend gate service at the Main Beach had ended.  Also, he is in the process of finding a new contractor to construct the Deep Creek walkway from the parking lot area to the new piers area.  And, he is taking action with the Piers Committee to install a pair of security cameras, one at Deep Creek and one at the Main Beach, as a trial program.

Building:  Governor Gardner reported that the CSCIA did not receive notification from Washington Homes on the plans changes and grading that started to take place on the property being developed and located on College Parkway across from the 7-11 store.  It is slated for 156 condo units and is designated as a “55-years and over” community. 

Mosquito Spray Program:  Governor Gardner stated that due to a map mix-up not all of the Cape roads are being sprayed for mosquitoes.

Clubhouse:  Governor Juras reported that a new platform was purchased for the purpose of storing and moving tables around in the clubhouse.  He also mentioned there was a problem with keys for the back parking lot.  He has since rectified the problem.

Covenants:  Governor Puglisi reported that the County is currently processing 20 zoning violations on Cape properties.  He remarked that in spite of a heavy County workload this summer, the County expeditiously acted upon the zoning violations submitted on Cape properties.  Two properties with pending zoning violations (1190 Southview Drive and 1159 River Bay Road) were referred from the County Zoning Office to the County Law Office for further action.  He passed around a spreadsheet status report for the BOG to review.

Caper:  Governor Wolin mentioned that he is actively looking for a new Caper editor.

Mr. Sal DiPietro on a claim against the CSCIA of adverse possession:
Vice President Wolin re-introduced Mr. DiPietro to the BOG, and gave him the opportunity to again address the BOG seeking resolution on a possible claim of adverse possession with reference to CSCIA community property adjoining his lots 6 and 8 on Lake Claire Drive.

Before Mr. DiPietro addressed the BOG, Governor Madden provided a brief summary and sequence of events that led up to Mr. DiPietro’s presentation:

· The property involves two lots on Lake Claire Drive, with one lot having a swimming pool.  That property was surveyed about six years ago and it verified that the pool was located on CSCIA community property.

· About four years ago the property owners approached the CSCIA about both lots; including the second lot, which contained a “garden.”

· Mr. DiPietro is currently the contract owner of both properties.

· After Mr. DiPietro’s presentation last month, the BOG stated that it was willing to consider a monetary and fair offer along with other considerations.

· A final “pool property” resolution would be preferable for both Mr. DiPietro and the CSCIA, but not for the “garden” lot.

Mr. DiPietro addressed the BOG:

· He stated that per his surveyor and current plans, the CSCIA owned property for the “garden” lot was not needed.  Therefore, he was seeking resolution for the “pool” lot only.

· He stated that per the CSCIA’s legal representative, the CSCIA in the past had sold community property.

· He has a new survey for Lot 6, the “pool” property.  The County would process an “amended plat” with the survey of the 6,201 SF of CSCIA lands he wants to acquire.

· He would absorb the costs of the surveys, plat recording, and transfer fees and other associated costs.

· He provided the BOG with a letter offering $12,500 for the 6,201 SF of CSCIA owned land with a straight-line survey.

Governor Madden stated that our community covenants must be included with the “pool” property and that the CSCIA needs a final survey with all of the “meets and bounds.”  Mr. DiPietro responded that he was not looking for any exceptions.

It was agreed that Vice President Wolin would contact Mr. DiPietro and advise him of the BOG’s decision, which would be decided in a Closed Session.

Fiscal Year 2006/2007 Budget Discussion:
Mr. Frank Newman, the Budget Committee Chairman, presented the FY 2006/2007 Budget to the BOG for review.  A line-item-by-line-item review and discussion took place, with several adjustments recommended.  

Due to the late hour and additional review required, Governor Madden made, “A motion to adjourn the September 12, 2005 BOG meeting and reorganize another Budget meeting for the BOG to complete the budget for the evening of September 19, 2005.”  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.  

Adjournment:
The regular September 12, 2005 Monthly BOG Meeting was adjourned at 10:15 P.M. 
Closed Session:  The BOG entered into a Closed Session.  
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
